These urban designs will 
minimize environmental impacts to the River and encourage stewardship above and beyond that required for regulatory 
compliance.  The case studies will be used to develop model practices for sustainable industrial redevelopment in highly 
urbanized watersheds across the country.  C+PA will produce a Booklet for Sustainable Redevelopment of Degraded Urban 
Watersheds that integrates the case studies and guidelines, and will be distributed by the EPA and ERP.  2007 – 2008. 
 
Incremental Urbanism: Public Squares + Green Edges 
Completed proposal for the Edge as Center Competition sponsored by the Boston Society of Architects and the City of 
Somerville, MA. Our design for Brickbottom, a 45-acre, derelict industrial area, builds on the strong local community, cultural 
diversity, natural and built history, and relevant urban and architectural structures. We looked to the future with new mixed 
programs and typologies, intertwined transportation and public green space, and sustainable strategies. 2006 
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Money Point Sustainable Revitalization Study 
Currently designing an environmentally sustaining architectural and urban model for the co-existence of thriving waterfront 
industry + ecological regeneration at Money Point, a 330-acre neglected site along Norfolk’s Elizabeth River. Supported by a 
Virginia Environmental Endowment grant, the design work is a critical component of a public process organized by the non-
profit, Elizabeth River Project and the UVA Institute for Environmental Negotiation.

The site is a transition area in tension between two adjacent 
ecological communities: the entirely impervious paved monoculture of the Portsmouth Marine Terminal and tidal estuary 
ecology of Scott’s Creek. We are collaborating with a remediation engineer on the brownfield remediation and working with 
the City of Portsmouth to rezone the industrial property to a new overlay district. Project ongoing. 
 
Urban Bridge 
In response to the requirement to provide urban density on a non-existant site, our Urban Bridge project spans Boston’s 
Massachusetts Turnpike with a dense typology of sustainable, functionally mixed, thin mid-rise blocks. The design balances 
the deck cost / building height relationship with quality of life considerations and surrounding neighborhood scales. A 
sectional strategy simultaneously mends the ground and selectively reveals the multi-layered site history to those at lall 
levels and speeds of movement.
